
DIRECTIONS TO CAMP KIDSTON 
 

FROM THE NORTH SHORE, TRURO, CAPE BRETON, NEW BRUNSWICK 
 

- Take Hwy 102 from Truro towards Halifax. 
- Turn off at Exit 11 – Stewiacke / Alton, turn East on Hwy # 2. 
- At the 4 way stop, continue straight, over the tracks, and when the road “Ys” bear right on 

“Kitchener Street”. 
- Travel 6 kms, turn right / South on the Wittenburg Road. 
- Travel 13 kms, at the stop sign, turn left / East on Hwy # 224. 
- Continue 6kms, then the # 224 will bring you into Middle Musquodoboit – in town the 

road will “Y”, bear right, then left at the stop sign – you are still East on Hwy # 224. 
- Continue about 8.5 kms into Elmsvale. 
- Turn right on the Moose River/ Moose Land Road – you will see a sign here on the corner 

“Camp Kidston” 
- 13 kms and the camp driveway will be on your right      # 7429 Moose River Road, Long 

Lake.  Our colourful “Arthur Kidston Memorial Camp” sign will greet you 
 

OR 
 

- Take Hwy 102 from Truro towards Halifax. 
- Turn off at Exit 10 – Shubenacadie, and travel SouthWest 2.3 kms, there are 2 stops signs, 

turn right and then immediately turn left on to Highway # 2 
- Travel 13 kms, north on Highway # 2, turn right at the stop sign on to Highway # 224 East. 
- Travel 8.4 kms, you will come to a stop sign, turn left, you are still continuing East on 

Highway # 224. 
- About 20 kms and the # 224 will bring you into Middle Musquodoboit – in town the road 

will “Y”, bear right, then left at the stop sign – you are still East on Hwy # 224. 
- Continue about 8.5 kms into Elmsvale. 
- Turn right on the Moose River/ Moose Land Road – you will see a sign here on the corner 

“Camp Kidston” 
- 13 kms and the camp driveway will be on your right              # 7429 Moose River Road, 

Long Lake.  Our colourful “Arthur Kidston Memorial Camp” sign will greet you. 
 
FROM THE EASTERN SHORE, DARTMOUTH 
 

- Take Hwy # 107 to the end, turn right / East on Hwy # 7 into Musquodoboit Harbour. 
- Turn left / North on to Hwy # 357. 
- Continue North about 39 kms into Middle Musquodoboit. 
- The Hwy # 357 in Middle Musquodoboit becomes the Hwy # 224 
- Continue about 8.5 kms into Elmsvale. 
- Turn right on the Moose River/ Moose Land Road – you will see a sign here on the corner 

“Camp Kidston” 
- 13 kms and the camp driveway will be on your right      # 7429 Moose River Road, Long 

Lake.  Our colourful “Arthur Kidston Memorial Camp” sign will greet you 
 



DIRECTIONS TO CAMP KIDSTON 
 

FROM HALIFAX, THE VALLEY, OR SOUTH SHORE 
 

-  Take Hwy # 102 from Halifax North towards Truro. 
- Turn off at Exit 8 – Elmsdale -  turn right off the ramp on Hwy # 212 East. 
- Travel through 2 sets of traffic lights, over the tracks, and over a small bridge.  The 

road will “Y”, stay to the left.  (from the ramp to the ‘Y” is 2.3 kms). 
- You are on Hwy # 277 East, which will turn into the Hwy # 224 East, stay on this road 

for 33.7 kms. 
- You are in Middle Musquodoboit, the road will “Y” again, stay to the right, and then 

left at the stop sign.  You are still on Hwy # 224 East. 
- Continue about 8.5 kms into Elmsvale. 
- Turn right on the Moose River/ Moose Land Road – you will see a sign here on the 

corner “Camp Kidston” 
- 13 kms and the camp driveway will be on your right

OR  

 
- Take Hwy # 102 from Halifax North towards Truro. 
- Turn off at Exit 5A – Aerotech Business Park - turn right off the ramp, 1.1 kms and left 

on Prat & Whitney Drive. 
- Turn right on Old Guysburough Road.  Follow the Old Guysborough Road to the end, 

30 kms. 
- Turn left at the stop sign onto Hwy # 357 north for 12 kms into Middle Musquodoboit. 
- The Hwy # 357 in Middle Musquodoboit becomes the Hwy # 224 
- Continue about 8.5 kms into Elmsvale. 
- Turn right on the Moose River/ Moose Land Road – you will see a sign here on the 

corner “Camp Kidston” 
- 13 kms and the camp driveway will be on your right      # 7429 Moose River Road, Long 

Lake.  Our colourful “Arthur Kidston Memorial Camp” sign will greet you.
